
Choosing the right flooring for a 

childcare centre requires attention 

to detail.

This provides opportunities 

for staff to use the different shapes 

and colours for learning activities, 

such as ‘stand beside the blue 

square’, ‘sit in the red triangle’, ‘walk 

on the curved or wavy line’.
